Mr Shamiyeh:

We have some communications for our landlord, Badia Ghanim, which as you've requested, we're sending to you rather than directly to her or to Rosemary.  Please forward this to them.

Pier Aquila vacated 1594 Sanchez Street on October 15th, but no representative of the landlord has done a walk through to verify this, or to check the condition of the property.  There are a number of issues with her old room that need attention:

(1) The door to the room is very difficult to close properly, and the door knob has been partially disassembled (presumably an attempted repair that was never completed).

(2) The door itself has a large, gaping hole that Pier cut in it to act as a cat door.

(3) Years of cigarette smoke have left all surfaces coated with tar, nicotine and dust.  You can see yellow streaks around the top edge of the door where smoke has leaked out.

(4) The floor is stained by the years in which they were keeping a large dog locked up in there.

(5) While Pier Aquila removed her possessions from the apartment, a large metal cart containing tools has been left in the garage.

In summary, repairs are needed to the door and the door latch; and the floor, walls and ceiling.

Further, the front door lock needs to be changed: there is no telling how many copies of that key Pier Aquila has distributed to people of dubious stability.
